Dear Parents:

The entire staff of Faith Academy has the goal of establishing an atmosphere throughout the school in which
children will feel safe, secure, happy, and in addition, have a maximum opportunity to learn.

In an effort to accomplish this goal, we have established an Assertive Discipline plan for our elementary
students. The plan specifies rules that cover the behaviors we expect from our students. The plan also states
that students who break rules will receive negative consequences and students who follow the rules will receive
positive consequences.

Our rules for Grades 2 - 3 are as follows:

Follow directions the first time they are given.

Raise your hand before speaking.

Keep hands, feet, and other personal objects to yourself.
Remain in your seat unless given permission to do otherwise.
Respect others.
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If a student chooses to break a rule:

1st time: Student’s name on board
2nd time: One check after name
3rd time:  Two checks after name
4th time:  Three checks after name

Lose P.E. time

Lose P.E. time and call parent

Lose P.E. time, call parent, sent to supervisor
who fills out discipline report

If necessary student will be sent home by supervisor. Suspension is possible after 3 disciplinary reports.

Each teacher has a similar plan for classroom behavior, a copy of which will be sent to you by your child’s
teacher.

We are confident that such clearly stated and thorough classroom Assertive Discipline plans will teach our
children to be responsible for their actions and make this school year a positive and motivating experience.

We ask for your complete support in our efforts. Please discuss this letter with your child, sign and return the
bottom portion to school.
